The 2016 annual meeting of the McBride Hills Homeowners Association was called to order by President Chuck McClure at 6:35pm on Wednesday, December 7, 2016 at the Bradfordville School House/Community Center.

Lynn Viscontini alerted those in attendance that she saw and photographed a coyote in our neighborhood this morning, December 7th.  So be aware if you have small animals outdoors!
 
Steve Bryant, VP and Treasurer of the Association presented the annual financial statement. Copies were passed out to all in attendance.   The final end of year financial statement is attached.  We have no outstanding assessments for the first time in recent history.  This has been an agenda point for the board and thanks to Steve's diligence our books are now free of outstanding assessments. The big expense for 2016 was payment for our portion of paving Maclean Road which totaled $11,273.80.  We cooperated with our neighboring association to get this accomplished.

The board's thought on repaving McClure Drive and McClure Court is to wait until at least 2018 and continue to collect assessments so we will not have to have a special assessment to pay for paving.  

We are hoping to get approximately $3,750 from Waste Pro as part of a settlement for stain damage done by the company's trucks to our road.  Most of those stains have started to fade.
For the record Chuck McClure thanked Steve Bryant for his work on the Waste Pro situation.  
 
A motion and second were made to accept the annual financial statement.  The statement was accepted by unanimous consent.
 
Chuck McClure, President, Steve Bryant, VP and Treasurer and Mike Smith, Secretary all agreed to continue in their roles with the Association for another year.  Nominations were asked for and none were made from the members.  
 
A motion and second were made to accept the current slate of officers.  The slate was accepted by unanimous consent.
 
Chuck McClure elaborated for the record on the following agenda points.
 
1. Primary goal of our association is the safety and security of our members.  If you see something or hear about an issue, please notify a board member so we can communicate the information and or take action if necessary.

2. Development update: Chuck met in October with a member of the Summit Group and we have maps of the development plan for Bannerman Crossing. These maps are posted on the Association’s website at
	http://www.mcbridehills.com/Index.html 

The maps and diagrams include current and future tenants.  6 lots on the northside of Bannerman are or will be under construction and occupants will be moving in during early 2017. Summit Group also expects to start the construction of 180 or so residential units on the southside of Bannerman in January of 2017. We are not sure what the construction process will be at this time.  There will be no direct access from the residential area to Thomasville Road.  The lone access will be on to Bannerman Road.

The 2020 plan still has a goal of paving Bannerman to 4 lanes to Bull Headley but this is not a project yet.  It is just a discussion and has not been funded or designed.  Our commissioners have not changed and so based on the past experience with Bannerman Crossing it is incumbent upon us to stay on top of development issues.  They could change with little warning. The board intends to try and get information as soon as possible on any movement on 4 laning of Bannerman. We intend to contact commissioners and monitor county development activities.  Any help from members on this would be appreciated.

3. Public works- Chuck spoke with county folks about the Orchard Pond Tollway.  The cost is $1.49 if you have a Sunpass.  $1.49 plus a $4 administration fee if you do not.  So far usage is below expectations and we have seen no ill effects from the addition of the Tollway.

4. The next likely development area appears to be at the corner of Bull Headley and Bannerman.  That could change the 4 laning of Bannerman. It could speed up the process.  It is unclear right now  whether development along Bannerman will be more residential or commercial in the future.  Chuck would like for the record to show he would welcome help on staying on top of this issue.

5. Trash- we must use the proper containers to put trash and recyclables out for pick up.  Waste pro will not pick up random piles of debris, trash, cardboard boxes or yard waste.  You must adhere to the rules that Waste Pro lists with your bill.  If you have special needs, you can call and arrange for a pick up from Waste Pro.

6. Check for updates on development and other issues on our website: www.mcbridehills.com

7. Thanks to Vicky McClure for putting up the Christmas decorations at the entrance of McBride Hills.
 
8.  Steve Bryant brought up the need to have the members vote on waiving the requirement for a Fidelity bond for the board.  A motion and second were made to waive the Fidelity Bond requirement.  The vote to waive the bond was unanimous.
 
Floor was opened for questions/discussion.

[bookmark: _GoBack]1. Speed of cars in the neighborhood.  There is concern as to how fast people drive along McClure Drive. Chuck told members our past attempts to alert law enforcement were met with information that our area is not a high priority since it is a private community.  Suggestions on how to combat this issue included: putting up flashing "this is your speed signs", putting in speed bumps or speed calming devices.  The Board agreed to put a note about this in the annual assessment letter which goes out next month.

2. Bad erosion, asphalt deterioration at the cul de sac at the end of McClure Drive (7674 McClure Drive).  A suggestion was made to look into putting crushed stone in the eroded area. The Board agreed to look at the site and make a recommendation for fixing. Jeff Pouliotte brought this to our attention along with pictures.

3. It was suggested that homeowners tell contractors and lawn care takers to be aware of where they park when you have someone working at your home.  

4. Golf carts - it was suggested that we put a note in the annual assessment letter about golf cart usage and the need to follow ALL FLORIDA TRAFFIC LAWS including stop signs when driving a golf cart.  The Board asked to be notified if golf carts do now follow state laws.
 
Motion and second to adjourn was made at 7:40pm.  Passed by unanimous consent.
